Even as our elementary schools have remained relatively safe from COVID-19 positive cases, it has
become increasingly apparent that Hoppin Elementary is starting to see an uptick in close contact cases in
our lst & 2nd grade classrooms associated with a small number of community spread COVID -19
positive cases.

Due to this uptick, we have made the difficult decision to suspend in-person learning and transition the 1st
and 2nd Grade Classes at Hoppin Elementary to remote learning from Tuesday, October 26th through
Thursday, November 4th; it is our intention to resume in-person learning on Friday, November 5th.

You will receive specific information regarding this transition from your student’s principal and teachers.
They will be working to ensure all students have the resources they need to make this transition as smooth
as possible.

Although this transition only affects the Hoppin Elementary 1st & 2nd Grade, we still encourage all
students and staff to follow precautionary measures against the spread of COVID-19, especially as we
approach flu season. Please continue to monitor for the onset of symptoms related to COVID-19;
including cough, shortness of breath, fever (Temp>100.4 F), chills, repeated shaking with chills, muscle
pain, headache, sore throat, or new loss of taste or smell. If you notice any change in the health of your
child, please keep your child home until symptoms subside or contact your regular medical provider.
